President’s Report:

David noted that it was pleasing to have received the Tennis Central Club of the Year
Award in July and also the Tennis NZ Club of the Year earlier in the month. Thanks
were due to all members, committee members and also to Trans Tasman Tennis and
Thump Sports who had contributed to this sucess.

He also noted that it was gratifying to see membership numbers up by 11% this year,
reversing the trend of the previous few years.

David also advised that a complaint made to Wellington City Council by a club
neighbour, John Dawson, regarding spill from the tennis court lights, had not been
upheld.

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PRESIDENT'S REPORT FOR THE YEAR ENDED 30 ™ April 2010

Last year | reported that Club members had resolved in June 2009 to transfer the main
assets of the Club into a Trust to protect them for future generations. | am pleased to
report that the Trust was successful in registering as a charitable entity under the
Charities Act 2005 on 9 October 2009 and the land and buildings were transferred into
the Khandallah Tennis and Squash Community Trust with effect from 1 November 2009.
Accordingly two sets of accounts will now be presented to Club members each year -
one set being for the Club for adoption by members and the other for the Trust. These
latter accounts will be adopted by the Trustees and presented to members for noting.

You will note from the Club’s financial statements that the Club is in a reasonably sound
financial position. The surplus for the 2009/10 year of $33,000 was largely the result of
the Club spending a relatively small sum on repairs and maintenance over the year.
During the year we received a report listing a number of projects that should be
undertaken to the buildings in the short to medium term. The Committee has not had a
designated person to take responsibility for maintenance projects over the past couple
of years although we have recently had a hon-committee member volunteer to
undertake a supervisory role for some of these projects. We hope to undertake a
number of these projects over the coming summer. We have a significant problem with
condensation on the squash courts during the winter and with a slippery growth on some
of the shaded areas on the tennis courts. It is hoped that work can be undertaken on
both of these problems to improve the Club’s playing facilities.

The most significant additions to the Club’s facilities this year have been the addition of
the new Honours Boards that were officially dedicated at the 2009 Annual General
Meeting, the new computer booking and security system and the new large plasma TV
in the lounge. Funding for these projects was arranged by the deferral of repayments on
the Club’s term loan for 8 months (in respect of the Honours Boards), through the
generous sponsorship by the Lion Foundation and fundraising activities (in respect of
the booking and security system) and through the donations of a group of Club
members (in respect of the TV). It is hoped that the Club will be able to access further
funding assistance for the major maintenance / facility improvement projects to
supplement it's own cash reserves over the coming financial year.

I would like to thank the Management Committee and Robyn Lush as Club Manager in
particular for their support and hard work over the past year. | would also like to thank a
number of other Club members who do a lot of work behind the scenes. Without the
efforts of a large number of people we would not be able to enjoy the facilities that we
have available as Club members.

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TREASURER'S REPORT FOR THE YEAR ENDED 30™ APRIL 2010
(Audited financials are on pages 24-31 of this report)

The major points to note in this year’s accounts relate to the transfer of the Club’s land
and buildings to the Khandallah Tennis and Squash Community Trust on 1 November
2009. The affect of this transfer are:

1. Statement of Financial Performance
- areduction of depreciation charged (of $11,000) following the transfer of the
Club’s buildings and the tennis court surfaces to the Trust in mid-year
the elimination of insurance on the Club’s facilities ($9,543 in the 2008/09 year)
the introduction of a charge for leasing the facilities from the Trust - $17,067 for
the 6 months from the date of transfer

2. Statement of Financial Position
a reduction in Fixed Assets following the transfer of the facilities to the Trust
the transfer to the Trust of the Term Loan from Agra Nominees - $121,250 at 30
April 20009.

Other significant changes in this year’s accounts are:
a 10% increase in Subscription income largely reflecting our increased
membership
a reduction in Repairs and Maintenance expenditure of approximately $20,000
a reduction in professional fees (2008/09 included the legal costs of establishing
the Trust).

The overall Surplus for the 2009/10 of $33,000 places the Club in a sound financial
position. However members should be aware that the Management Committee has a
significant list of maintenance items that will require attention over the next few years to
maintain the standard of the Club’s facilities.

Notes to the Financial Statements
For the Year Ended 30 April 2010

1. Statement of Accounting Policies
Reporting Entity

Khandallah Tennis & Squash Club (KTSC) is incorporated under the Incorporated Societies Act 1908 and is a not for profit
organisation.

Statutory Base

The financial statements of KTSC have been prepared in accordance with New Zealand Generally Accepted Accounting Practice,
which in the case of KTSC means statements of standard accounting practice and financial reporting standards.

The financial statements are prepared in New Zealand dollars.

Measurement Base

The measurement base adopted is historical cost. Reliance is placed on the fact that KTSC is a going concern. Accrual
accounting is used to match expenses with revenues.

Adoption of New Zealand equivalents to International Financial Reporting Standards (NZ IFRS)

In September 2007, the Accounting Standards Review Board announced the delay of the mandatory adoption of NZ IFRS for
certain entities. KTSC satisfies the deferral criteria and has therefore decided to delay the adoption of the NZ IFRS standards.

Differential Reporting

KTSC qualifies for differential reporting as it is not publicly accountable and it is not considered large. All applicable differential
reporting exemptions have been applied under the Framework for Differential Reporting.

Specific Accounting Policies

The following specific accounting policies which materially effect the measurement of financial performance and financial position
have been applied:

a) Revenue

Revenue and expenditure is recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance to the extent that it is probable that economic
benefits will flow to KTSC and that revenue can be reliably measured.

Expenses are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance on an accrual basis.

Subscription, Sponsorship and Donation Revenues are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance as they accrue.
Bar income from the sale of goods is recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance when the funds are received.

b) Goods and Services Tax (GST)

The financial statements are prepared on a GST exclusive basis, except for receivables and payables which are stated inclusive
of GST.

¢) Income Tax
KTSC is exempt from tax as a result of its incorporated society status.

d) Fixed Assets
Fixed asset additions with a cost of less than $1,000 are expensed in the year of purchase.

Fixed Assets (excluding land and buildings) are recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation. Depreciation is calculated
as follows:

Furniture and Fittings 20% (Diminishing Value)
Computer and Printing 33% (Diminishing Value)
Tennis court surfaces 10% (Straight Line)

Land and buildings are stated at Government Valuation as at 1 July 1984 plus additions at cost. The buildings are depreciated
on a straight line basis at 2.5% per annum.

e) Inventory
Inventories are stated at the lower of cost, determined on first-in first-out basis, and net realisable value.
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f) Leases
Payments made under operating leases are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance on a straight line basis
representative of the pattern of benefits expected to be derived from the leased asset.
